The Marina spans 45,000 square meters of waterfront and will be able to accommodate up to 80 boats 

when fully completed, including  yachts stretching hundreds of feet long. A collaboration with a leading 

French design and equipment specialist resulted in an advanced system for supplying electricity, services, 

and water directly to boats moored in the marina, while a leading specialist company, Sawari Marine, has 

been  contracted to manage and operate the marina . 

 

Commenting, HE Shaikh Khalid bin Abdulla Al Khalifa, Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of 

Infrastructure, said, “In line with the Kingdom’s Vision 2030 development goals, I am pleased to mark the 

launch of another new destination in the heart of Manama to attract and serve both residents and visitors 

to the Kingdom of Bahrain.
